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As well as providing responses to the specific Community Consultation Questions from the Green 

Paper, Council also provides further general comments regarding the proposed reforms to the State 

health system. 

ACCESS TO CARE 

Local access to quality care is vitally important for residents in the Cradle Coast region given the high 

level of disadvantage experienced by a significant portion of the community.  This disadvantage 

extends to transport access and affordability.  For example, a number of Burnie suburbs are amongst 

the most disadvantaged nationally in terms of economic resources which includes private vehicle 

ownership. 

 

Access is further complicated by the lack of public transport between regional centres, an issue that 

has been identified on numerous occasions but remains unresolved for a majority of affected 

residents.  

Therefore it is vital that residents are able to easily access care; preferably at their local hospital 

through utilising visiting specialists, via tele-health or by ensuring patient transport and 

accommodation assistance is easily accessed and affordable.
